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ATl Leadership Change Following Financial Misconduct

PHILADELPHIA, March 8, 2025 — The Christian nonprofit, Agape Truth Initiative (ATl), has announced that CEQ,
Sharpay Evans, and Finance Manager, Troy Bolton, have been terminated due to financial misconduct.

An internal investigation revealed that Evans had been bribing Bolton to manipulate financial statements for
the past two years, to fund personal excursions. This behavior is utterly unacceptable both legally and

spiritually as ATl believes in being stewards of God's blessings in all aspects of life, including financially.

“This has come as a complete shock to us, and we want to make it clear that we do not condone this
behavior at all, but we do take responsibility for creating a climate where this could take place,” said

Rachel Bonney, Director of Communication.

Immediate corrective actions will be taken, starting with cooperating with law enforcement, reviewing
financial records and processes, adding safeguards where necessary, and most importantly, moving
forward with honesty. ATl will work to rebuild trust both within the organization, as well as within the
community, and asks for patience while they move forward finding replacement members of the ATI
